Ski Trail Update

After many years of skiers trying to share the
trails with hikers and their dogs, we are
setting up a separate trail system,
designated for skiers only. It will loop
through the main prairie and continue to the
Northeast corner of KNC, the hilliest part of
KNC, and should provide some fun skiing.
We also hope to have some grooming
equipment available, which will make things
even better. Think snow!

Southwick Creek Clearing

After three years of clearing box elder trees
buckthorn and many other invasive plants
and shrubs, we will be planting a short prair
grass mix in late November. By planting
grasses we will be able to continue sprayin
the 40- year seed bank of broad leaf invasiv
vegetation. At the past three Arbor Day
Programs, we have planted over eighty tree
and shrub.

Originally a wetland, this area had been
filled with spoils from Hwy. 67 over forty
years ago. With a creek on each side, the
area was taken over by box elder and
buckthorn trees. KNC Staff researched
the UWMadison website and found docu-
mentation dating back to 1835 from when
they were surveying this area. We are
re-introducing the same trees that were
found on this site at that time. With nature,
one has to have great patience, but in a fe
years, we hope that this will offer a beautif
view to people driving by as well as hikers
walking through the area

Eight Acre Wet Meadow

Another big project being funded through
donations from the Lake Geneva Garden
Club Foundation is our wet meadow
restoration. This is the eighticre area
south of the thirtyacre prairie. Originally
this land was almost totally reed canary
grass, RCG is a very invasive grass that can
destroy wetlands. We have been spraying
this area for the past three years and
hopefully we now have it under control.
This area is quite wet four or five months
of the year and should allow for a variety
of sedges and forbs that will not thrive in
the drier areas. We will be seeding this
area in late November and hope to see
some positive results next summer. All
of these restored areas take a great deal
of time and labor as they take hold and we
welcome volunteers and donations to help
us with our work.

Mercy Health Center Water Main

With the water main passing along the KNC
property we asked the DOT to plant the sa
seed mix that we will be using on the rest o
our project. They were happy to accommo-
date by planting this expensive seed mix all
along KNC property rather than just the

normal roadside seed mix. We thank Merc
Health Center and the DOT for granting this
exception.

Eagle Scouts support KNC

Michael Roth is the latest in a long list of
Eagle Scouts to volunteer and to choose
KNC for his community service project.
Michael undertook the project of building
the recycling and trash containers now
located throughout Kishwauketoe Nature
Conservancy.

NEW CROSS COUNTRY SKI TRAILS

completed laying out, mowing and clearing for
the new cross country ski trails in KNC. The
trails have not yet been measured, but with the
various loops they should be close to two miles
in length. In the future, when our new prairie
areas are established, we will be able to add to
the trail system. There are flat areas for those
wishing to just get out and enjoy the outdoors.
For more experienced skiers, there are very
hilly trails on the Northeast area of the trail
system. All trails will be marked and added to
our trail maps and are for use exclusively by
cross country skiers.

If all goes well, we will be grooming the trails
with equipment that AuroraGeorge Williams is
letting us use. Some of this equipment is quite
old, so we are not making any guarantees.

As with everything we do, this trails work has
taken a fair amount of time and money. Groom-
ing will add to our annual costs. Please
consider a donation if you plan to use these
new facilities.
